Connect 4 – Christmas Quiz
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1. Draw an 8 x 8 grid

2. Write the numbers 1-64 in at random
3. Divide the students into 3 teams – give each one a colour/letter/symbol
4. Explain rules of Connect 4: You have to get 4 squares in a row (horizontal, vertical, diagonal) to win
5. You win a square by correctly answering its question

6. First team says a number. Teacher asks them the question which corresponds to that number. If they get it right, they win the square. If they get it wrong, nothing happens
7. If the next team want to try the same question, they must ask for it by its number. Teams can attempt a question as many times as they like (once per turn)
8. If one team appear to be winning very quickly, prompt the other 2 teams to block them

9. If a team are about to win very early on, you might want to substitute in a very difficult/impossible question to make the game last longer!
10. When one team has 4 in a row, they have won
