· Stile dyslexia tray and books – Shireen Shuster, LDA. Self checking spelling system, good for practising and reinforcing various spelling rules.
· Plastic letters – e.g. scrabble or similar (mine came from the Early Learning Centre). Good for blending, segmenting and wordbuilding. Useful for kinaesthetic learners.
· Blank dice – from http://www.em4miniatures.com/acatalog/Blank_Dice.html. Very useful for making word games focusing on particular letters or clusters.
· Blank flashcards – for making spelling games of pelmanism, playing snap or self testing. Also useful for practising times tables.
· Index cards – as above and also good for planning writing (can shuffle around) or giving a talk or speech.
· Highlighters – help with notetaking, planning, organising ideas, highlighting difficult parts of a word etc.
· Post-Its – good for note taking and planning. Can be used in conjunction with matching coloured highlighters.

· Foam fractions -Taskmaster http://www.taskmasteronline.co.uk/. Square shapes divided into different coloured fractions. Good for demonstrating equivalencies.
· Learning Wrap-Ups –Taskmaster. Plastic multiplication ‘keys’ with notches which help kinaesthetic learners to practise their times tables. Self-checking.
· Paper abacus – good for number bonds up to 100, counting on, tables etc.
· Glass beads (in small plastic pots, in groups of 10). For place value, four rules, number problems.
· Tape measure – makes good number line as well as measuring.
· Money – four rules, money problems. Useful for teaching subtraction and the idea of ‘borrowing’.
